In preparation for the proposed Technology
Bond proposal for the August ballot, the Board’s
ad hoc technology committee conducted a survey
in March. The opinions of parents, students and
teachers were gathered about technology concerning
how it’s used, its perceived value, what is lacking, and
any other comments they wished to share.

E-mail invitations went out to all parents who
had an e-mail in Infinite Campus. Paper copies were

distributed at the elementary conferences, the middle
school’s carnival, and the high school orientation. We
had 227 parents respond. We had 161 students and
71 teachers respond using Infinite Campus.

The results showed that all groups felt
technology was important and needed to
be up-to-date.

The free response commentareawas very
informative and provided an interesting way
to get an impression of the tone of the responses.

Parents asked to include additional
comments or questions. To the right is a word cloud
created from all their responses. The size of the word
indicated how many times that word was used. This
