They
are to be displayed only on private property. After
the garage sale has ended or the contractor’s work is
complete, the signs must be removed. Offenders may
be ticketed for littering.

Our Noxious Weeds Ordinance
states that your grass must not exceed 127 in height.
Please keep your lawn mowed to avoid receiving an
ordinance violation.

August Election Information

Tuesday, August 3, 2010 will be the date of the
Primary Election. On the ballot will be the offices of
Governor, State Representative, State Senator, State
Legislator, County Commissioner, and Delegates to
the County Convention. There will also be a millage
proposal for Comstock Public Schools, and a
millage renewal for the Comstock Township Senior
Millage.

Since this is a Primary Election, it is important
to remember that you cannot “SPLIT YOUR
TICKET” when voting. This means you must select
candidates all from one party. Voters who split their
ticket will have the ballot rejected by the tabulator.
They will then have the opportunity to receive
another ballot to correct that error.

For those voting in Precinct One, your polling
location is moving. From now on, you will be voting
at the Comstock Community Center, 6330 King
Highway.

We are so grateful to the Community Center for
making space available for us. While the East Fire
Station location was great, parking was a problem,
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particularly for the busier

elections. Voters in
Precinct One will be

receiving new

voter ID
cards in mid-June,
and two weeks prior to the

election, a postcard  will be mailed to remind you
of the new polling location.

For individuals interested in running for the
Comstock Public Schools School Board, the deadline
for filing for candidacy is August 10, 2010 at 4:00
p-m. There are four open seats on the school board;
these positions will be on the ballot for the General
Election held on Tuesday, November 2, 2010.

History of Robert Morris Park  smunson

On April 15, 1968, after a year of negotiations
between the Comstock Township Board, led by then
supervisor Robert Morris, and property owners Mr.
and Mrs. Edward Fry, the Township formally took
ownership of “Frys’ Landing, a privately operated
recreational facility.

The $75,000 price tag included 40 acres of land
on the south shore of Campbell Lake along with all
structures, including the Fry home. The Township,
from its revolving improvement fund, placed
$10,000 down and gave anther $25,000 at the April
15 signing. The remaining $40,000 was paid in two
installments of $20,000 each, the first on April 15,
1969, and the final in 1970 from the Township’s
general fund.

The Frys requested no interest to carry the contract
during this period. Supervisor Morris had assured
the Frys that the property would be developed as a
“rustic recreational area for township residents.”

Originally named Campbell Lake Park it was
dedicated on May 30, 1968. With Alex Forrester
serving as the first resident manager, improvements
soon got underway including a new access drive,
picnic shelter, bath house, 200 car parking area, and
establishment of a public swimming beach. Later
hiking trails, volleyball courts, and horseshoes pits
were established.

In September, 1974, Supervisor Morris passed
away unexpectedly and the Township Board decided
the park should be renamed as a lasting memorial to
him. On May 24, 1975, a dedication ceremony was
held at the park before an estimated crowd of 250
people.

The Rev. Wilbur Courter gave the main address
along with State Senator John Welborn, newly
appointed Supervisor Joe Van Bruggen, and others
also paying tribute. A new flag pole with a bronze
plaque marking the ceremony was also unveiled.

Improvements to the park continued with a new
pavilion and playground equipment and by the late
1990’s, an 18-hole disc golf course was established.
The resident park manager system was discontinued
in 2006. With the former manager’s house needing
much renovation, the Park Commission decided to
have it removed in 2008.

This, along with other major changes, such as
year-round operation and the accommodation of
non-resident guests, has made this one of the most
popular township parks in Kalamazoo County.
Having one of only eight public swimming beaches
in the county, along with spectacular ice fishing
and world class disc golf course, the park now hosts
thousands of visitors a year.
