Happy New Year! Where 
did 2010 go? So many things 
happened it is almost hard 
to believe. We successfully 
opened the Community 
Learning Center. We have 

partnered with Comstock Public Schools on several 
projects to improve the resources available to the 
children in our community. And our programming 
at the Community Center is bursting at the seams.  

We are gearing up to launch our first Capital 
Campaign with a goal of $2 million. In 42 years, the 
Community Center has never gone to the community 
and asked for assistance in capital improvements. But 
times have changed.  

We used to have more funds available when the 
GM plant was still on the tax rolls. That will not 

occur again for several years. As a result, we must find 
the funds to put a new roof on the existing center 
and I have already said to many people that I would 
like to get us out of our 30 year mortgage on the new 
building as soon as possible.

I am pleased to announce that we have received 
$175,000 from the Gilmore Foundation. The $2 
million will pay off the Community Learning 
Center, provide us with the funds to replace the roof 
at the Community Center and have a buffer fund for 
emergencies.

The Kindergarten Plus Program at both Green Meadow and 
North Elementary has recently started a program called Language 
for Learners, which helps students develop their listening, speaking 
and thinking skills that enriches the students’ learning in school. 
They are learning to listen closely, speak clearly and follow directions 
accurately. This is helping the students in Kindergarten Plus take the 
first big step in school learning. 

Another program that we are doing is called Handwriting Without 
Tears.
